but encomlséss évery aspect of the term “Wildlife Management.” Sections of local populaﬁc;ﬁé ,
can be trapped to control habitat destruction. Some areas are plagues by unwanted destructive
species such as the beaver, raccoon and squirrel. Other species can be caught and studied for
science.

Trapping has many uses in and of itself. Not only used for animal control, it can be a
way of life for many people. Some rely on pelts for clothing, while others depend on the meat as
a food source. Maybe for some, trapping is a tradition that has been passed down from
generation to generation.

Those who practice the art of trapping know that the prices they pay on licenses go into
the state fish and game program. If trapping was to be banned, the state would suffer a major
economic blow, and they might not be able to maintain the wildlife populations effectively;
therefore, a major connection can be seen between trapping and wildlife management offices.

I plan on continuing my education in Wildlife Management. After I graduate from the
University of New Hampshire, I plan on applying for a position as a game warden. I want to
work for the Fish and Game department, with hopes of teaching others about the benefits of
trapping. I will fight to keep this tradition legal. I also hope to operate a rescue shelter for
injured animals, and without the benefits of trapping, the only other option would be to euthanize
the animal, since it would be illegal to catch them.
